HENRY OF SPRING CREEK.

I. George Heinrich or Henry,born April
22, 1722, in the Pfalz, Germany, emi-
grated to the Province of Pennsylvania,
with his wife Elizabeth Balsbaugh, and
her brother about the year 1752. He
gettled along the banks of Spring Creek,
about a mile north of the town of Pal-
myra, Lebanon county, where he pur-
chased in 1754 about six hundred acres
of land running from the Spring Creek
to now near the center of Palmyra., On
the banks of the creek he erected his
home, while on the opposite side was
afterwards built a meeting house (Dun-
kard), with a cemetery, the latter still
known as the “Henry Graveyard.” On
this farm he lived and died, the latter oc-
curring October 22, 1782. Nearly all this
original tract of land is owned by his de-
scendants. Mr. Henry’s wife, Elizabeth
Balsbaugh, born Aungust 22, 1734, in the
Pfalz, Germanly, died in July, 1802, and
is interred in the Henry Graveyard.

Deaver and DeCosta, eminent Phila-
delphia  specialisis, were summoned
in consultation with the lccal atbtending
physicians. They gave the members of
the family little encouragement as to his
recovery. About midnight Mr. Bailey lost
comsciousness and slowly sank to rest at
the hour above indicated.

Many telegrams of sympathy and con-
dolence were received at the Bailey resi-
dence durinhg the day, and many friends
called and expressed their deep sorrow
over the death of Mr. Bailey. Mrs. Wil-
liam E. Bailey, who is a daughter of for-
mer Secretary of War Russell A. Alger,
was by the bedside of the aged sufferer
Monday, and later left for her home.

BAD INDIANS IN 1776.

In 1776, owing to British intrigue with the Indians west of the Ohio,
Congress sent commissioners to Pittsburgh to enter into a treaty with
the savages, so as to preserve peace on the frontiers. Numerous out-
rages had been commitied by marauding bands, especially from the
Wyandot towns on Lake Erie. All complaints by the settlers were
laid before the commissioners, who were Col. John Montgomery, of
Carlisle, and Judge Yeates, of Lancaster. One of these is before us,
and we give it from the fact that it refers to several Indians more or
less prominent in the Border wars on our frontiers. It is as follows:

To the Honorable Commissioners of Indian Affairs, the petition of Nicholas
Haggerty humbly sheweth :

That Impsayprasetha, a Half Mingo & half Shawanese Indian,
Couzin to Keyashuta, did, about the middle of last July, take a Horse
of your Petitioner’s from the Common near Pittshurgh and rode him
him to Cochocking, where he sold the said horse to Ahinos, a Dela-
ware Indian, who hired him to Mr. Willson, and was rode to the Lake
by John Montour, who knew the Horse and told Mr. Willson where
he had seen him. Your Petitioner, therefore, prays you will be
pleased to take such steps as you shall think proper fo assist him in
the recovery of His Horse, and your Petitioner will ever pray, &e.
