Joseph STÄFFEN

Joseph Stäffen was probably born in the 1558 to 1560 timeframe and probably in Kloten, Canton Zürich, Switzerland.  He died sometime between the 1637 and 1640 ecclesiastical censuses covering Henggart, Canton Zürich.   On 5 Feb. 1583, he married Verena Huber at the Reformed Church in Kloten.  The couple had ten children, four sons and six daughters, all likely born between 1585 and 1599.  

Sometime between 1599 and 1606, Joseph and his family moved from Kloten to Henggart, which is also in Canton Zürich.

In Kloten, the early baptism records are incomplete (the fathers are identified, but not the mothers or the children being baptized). 
  No baptism record has been found for Joseph, so his parents are unknown.  Between 1536 and 1565, references to three adult male Stäffen have been found in the church records of Kloten -- Hans, Jörg, and Heini.
  It is likely that Joseph is descended from one or more of these men.

Joseph is likely a descendant of the Stäffen family of Brütten, Canton Zürich, Switzerland.  In 1457, the brothers Eberli and Aberli Stäffen of Brütten bought their freedom.  By 1463, they paid the highest taxes assessed the dozen heads of households in Brütten.  The Stäffen family provided many bailiffs at the monastery in that community.  By the middle of the 1500s, the family had spread to the nearby communities of Embrach, Neftenbach, and Kloten.
  

1558 - 1560.  Joseph was probably born in Kloten, Canton Zürich, Switzerland. 
10 Dec. 1581.  Joseph was a sponsor at the baptism of Joseph, son of Urich Äberharrt and Annli Wißmam at the Reformed Church in Kloten. 

5 Feb. 1583.  Married at the Reformed Church in Kloten to Vrenÿ Huber of Oberheßlen.

21 Feb. 1585.  Baptism of daughter Annali Stäffen at the Reformed Church in Kloten.  The child’s parents were identified as Joseph Stäffen and [illegible]; her baptismal sponsors were Rudolph Schmid and Annali Schellenberg..
  The child died young. 

27 Feb. 1586.  Baptism of daughter Cleophe Stäffen at the Reformed Church in Kloten. 

9 Apr. 1587.  Baptism of daughter Elsbeth Stäffen at the Reformed Church in Kloten.  The child’s parents were identified as Joseph Stäffen v[on] C[loten] and Vrenÿ Huber; her baptismal sponsors were  Heinrich Muller v C and Elsch Äber(?), Fraw v C.
  The child died young. 

16 Feb. 1589.  Baptism of son Heinrich Steffen at the Reformed Church in Kloten.   The child’s parents were identified as Joseph Steffen v[on] C[loten] and Vrenÿ Huber; his baptismal sponsors were  Gregoriy(?) Schmid v C and Annli Kleinperer v C.

20 Sep. 1590.  Baptism of son Jacob Steffen at the Reformed Church in Kloten.  The child’s parents were identified as Joseph Steffen v[on] C[loten] and Vrenÿ Huber v C; his baptismal sponsors were Jagli P? and Barbell Steffe[n] v C. 

17 Feb. 1592.  Baptism of daughter Elsbeth Steffen at the Reformed Church in Kloten.  The child’s parents were identified as Joseph Steffen v[on] C[loten] and Vreni Huber v C; her baptismal sponsors were ? and Elsbeht ?. 
  She died in 1650.  She was married to Gratz Frauenfelder. 

26 May 1594.  Baptism of daughter Anna Stephan at the Reformed Church in Kloten.  The child’s parents were identified as Joseph Stephan von Clote[n] and Verena Huberin; her baptismal sponsors were ? Winkler vo Clote and Anna. 

7 Mar. 1596.  Baptism of daughter Verena Stephan at the Reformed Church in Kloten.  The child’s parents were identified as Joseph Stephan von Cloten and Verena Huberin; her baptismal sponsors were Isaac? Waÿss(?) von Cloten and Lizabeth Famlin pfründerin Sy??holz. 

20 Nov. 1597.  Baptism of son Rudolph Steffen at the Reformed Church in Kloten.  The child’s parents were identified as Joseph Steffen vo[n] Clote[n] and Verena Huberin; his baptismal sponsors were Rudolph Liner(?) vo ? and Engeli Rütschin ? in ? g.h. Spital. 

27 Mar. 1599.  Baptism of son Jorg Steffen at the Reformed Church in Kloten.  The child’s parents were identified as Joseph Steffen v[on] C[loten] and Verena Huberin; his baptismal sponsors were Jörg Böni v C and Regete Rieschin v C. 

1606.  Baptism sponsor at the Reformed Church in Henggart, Canton Zürich, Switzerland. 

1608.  Baptism sponsor at the Reformed Church in Henggart. 

1634.  Joseph Steffen and Ursel Schurter [his son’s widow], children Joseph, baptized 21 Jul. 1611, Hans Cunrath, baptized on 11 Oct. 1614, Barbel, baptized 19 Nov. 1615, Annli, baptized 28 Feb. 1619, H. Heinrich, baptized 20 Jul. 1629, and Verenali, baptized 14 Aug. 1631, along with Hans Waser, Marth Schwÿtze, and Heinrich Vilh made up one of the households included in the 1634 ecclesiastical census of Henggart. 
  

1637.  Joseph Steffen, “Avus” [grandfather], Joseph Steffen, “Nepos” [grandson], Margreth Santz, children Annli, baptized 28 Feb. 1619, Hans Heinrich, baptized 20 Jul. 1629, and Vrendli, baptized 14 Aug. 1631, along with Heinrich Vrith from Doungen and Trindli Baum from Hoffen, made up one of the households included in the 1637 ecclesiastical census of Henggart. 
  

1637 - 1640.  Presumably died (did not appear in the Henggart ecclesiastical census of 1640).

Verena HUBER

Verena Huber was probably born in the 1550s or 1560s.  Furthermore, she was possibly born in Oberhasli, Canton Zürich, Switzerland.  She died sometime before the 1634 ecclesiastical census covering Henggart, Canton Zürich.   On 5 Feb. 1583, she married Joseph Stäffen at the Reformed Church in Kloten, Canton Zürich.  She and Joseph had ten children, four sons and six daughters.

Timeline:
1550s or 1560s.  Likely was born (based on marriage date), possibly in Oberheßlen. “Oberheβlen” is quite possibly Oberhasli, which is now part of Niederhasli and is located just on the other side of the Zurich airport from Kloten.
Before 1634.  Died (did not appear in the first Henggart, Canton Zürich, Switzerland, ecclesiastical census, which occurred in 1634).

Chilian MEŸER

Before 1566.  Born (based on 1586 baptism record of daughter Vrenÿ). 
13 Dec. 1586.  Daughter Vrenÿ baptized at the Reformed Church in Kloten, Canton Zürich, Switzerland. 
  She was probably born in Rieden, Canton Zürich, given that is where her parents lived.
Mar. 1589.  Daughter Barbelj baptized at the Reformed Church in Kloten, Canton Zürich, Switzerland. 
  She was probably born in Rieden, Canton Zürich, given that is where her parents lived.

24 Oct. 1591.  Daughter Cathrin baptized at the Reformed Church in Kloten, Canton Zürich, Switzerland. 
  She was probably born in Rieden, Canton Zürich, given that is where her parents lived.

6 Oct. 1594.  Son Cÿlien baptized at the Reformed Church in Kloten, Canton Zürich, Switzerland. 
  He was probably born in Rieden, Canton Zürich, given that is where his parents lived.

Elsi VISSMAN

Before 1566.  Born (based on 1586 baptism record of daughter Vrenÿ). 
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3874
Wilhelm im HAGERHOF

Wilhelm im Hagerhoff is mentioned in local records in 1619, and Barbara im Hagerhoff is mentioned in 1623.  These are presumed to be husband and wife and the parents of Maria Hagerhoff.  

Wilhelm might be the son of Herman and Elsa im Hagerhof, who were leasing several properties in the vicinity of Ulenbroich, Germany, by 1585, including the “Hagerhof.”  Goswin Hagerhof, Schöpfer [vat-man] at a Mülheim paper mill in 1596-97, might be another son.  Herman and Elsa were preceded on their properties by Goswin and Eva im Hagerhof, who had them by 1574.  Goswin and Eva were preceded on the properties by Heinrich and Gertrud im Hagerhof. 
  
The HAGERHOF surname is taken from a farm named “Hagerhof” near Broich, Germany.  It was part of the manor owned by the Grafs von Falkenstein.  The farm is (first?) noted in records in 1490. 
  Because the surname is a “farm name,” it is not at all clear that Goswin and Eva or Heinrich and Gertrud were ancestors of Wilhelm.  Anyone leasing the farm would have had the surname “im Hagerhof.”  Further confounding things, German servants sometimes used their employers’ surnames.  More research is needed before any conclusions can be drawn.

Barbara ???

Barbara im Hagerhoff is mentioned in local records in 1623 and Wilhelm im Hagerhoff is mentioned in 1619.  These are presumed to be husband and wife and the parents of Maria Hagerhoff. 
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
